Outdoor Cooking Safety & Rules:
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Fire Safety:

· Fire needs to be 10 feet away from trees, overhanging branches or close to dry grass, logs, trees or roots.

· Never build a fire in hot, dry weather when fire danger is high.

· Build only a fire big enough for what you are cooking; a big fire is unnecessary for outdoor cooking. 

· Never leave a fire unattended.

· Never build a fire without an adult being present.

· Make sure you have a hose or bucket of water nearby at all times.

· Drench fire when finished using it.  Cover area with dirt.

Outdoor Cooking Safety:

· Always keep a first aid kit close by.

· Obey rules at the cookout place.

· Pile wood neatly, not to close to the fire.

· Always keep a hose or bucket of water nearby at all times.

· Clean up your site completely, by putting all trash in trashcan or take it with you.

· Make sure you have all of your ingredients and utensils before heading to cookout site.

· Do not cut or break living plants for firewood.

· Never use gasoline or lighter fluid to start a fire.

· Never poke the fire with your feet or hands.
