WATER OBSERVERS

1. Sit in a chair on the grass

2. If you feel there is a problem in the water, tell the lifeguard. Do not fix it yourself. It reduces the girls’ respect for her and she may need a response different than you thought.

3. Count heads

4. If a child is running, tell them to walk but if there is a problem larger than that, refer to #2

5. Be on time. Five minutes after the free-time bell rings is punctual

6. You will have a clipboard with a list of all the girls’ names on it. They will have five blank spaces next to each of their names for each of the days. The girls must check in with you and check out with you every day. When they want to go elsewhere and then return, they must initial half the box and then fill it all in when they officially check out.

7. When the LG calls roll-call, you will list the names and listen for a response after each name. If a girl does not respond, check with the boat-keeper to see if they are in a canoe. If not there, report the name to the LG. The LG will call for a response from all the girls to see if the child left but forgot to check out. If no information can be found on her whereabouts, LG will begin emergency procedures in which she is FULLY in charge. 

8. You may leave when the LG dismisses you.

BOAT DUTY

1. You can sit in the shade while not working.

2. You must be able to squat low for long periods over 20 times for an hour and a half. 

3. Before permitting them to enter, make sure the girls all have lifejackets, paddles, a blue or red wristband, and a B written on each wristband. 

4. You will load them one at a time into the canoes and send them off. You are not responsible for them once they are out, that is part of the LG’s job. All you must do is load them in and pull them out.

5. When the girls come in, they may exit one at a time. Remind them to put away lifejackets and paddles. 

6. You may leave when the LG dismisses you.
